A. Inspiration

1. Scripture is not inspiring, it is ex-pired

2. The actual written words are God’s words

3. The Attributes of Revelation (SCAN)

1. Sufficient
2. Clear
3. Authoritative
4. Necessary


C. Scripture is Infallible (full authority) and Inerrant (without error)

1. The real choice is between supernaturalism and naturalism

2. What Scripture says about itself is reliable or nothing else Scripture says is reliable
